| was saddened by recent public discussion that
arose following the public opposition voiced by our bishop
and other bishops in the wake of the mandate that would
require some of our Catholic institutions to provide contra-
ceptive coverage in health insurance plans. | know that the
percentage of American Catholics using birth control is
roughly the same as the percentages of other Americans,
but | suspect that most American Catholics have little or no
appreciation of why our Church opposes such practices.

Judging solely by comments that | have heard on
the radio and read in newspapers | find myself dismayed by
the shallow understanding that seems to pass for considered
judgment. Believe it or not, there is a lot more to our opposi-
tion than a desire that Catholic families have lots of children.
Marriage, Catholic marriage has at its heart a very special
spirituality. At its best this spirituality admits God as a special
part and partner in the marriage and recognizes that chil-
dren are a special crowning and fulfillment of married love.

Human understanding and experience reminds us
of the reality of sin and the way its effects linger and, at
times, fester even as we try to live good moral lives. One of
the saddest effects of the use of contraceptive methods is
that a person who grows accustomed to the use of such
methods can forget the reverence due to their partner,
and, disregarding their physical and emotional equilibrium,
reduce them to being a mere instrument for the satisfaction
of oneds own desires, no
partner who should be surrounded with care and affection.
