Fifth Sunday of Lent - March 16-17, 2024

A Message from Fr. Tom Donovan:

Lent is rapidly passing away, bring us
in these last two weeks to “Passiontide”.
Our focus now intensifies, shifting from our
own sinfulness and need of conversion, to
the passion and cross of our Lord, Jesus
Christ. The Church recommends the tra-
dition of covering statues and images out
of a spirit of increasing austerity, fasting
even from images that please our eyes. In
some places, the crucifix itself is covered,
¥ out of shame for our responsibility for
Christ’s sufferings. The growing desola-
tion reaches a climax on Holy Thursday
and Good Friday as the Holy Water fonts
are emptied, the altar is stripped, and the
votive candles are extinguished. Music is
sung with minimal or no accompaniment,
blessings are not given during liturgical
celebrations, and the Blessed Sacrament itself is taken out of the Church. Mass is not
celebrated anywhere in the world on Good Friday or until nightfall on Holy Saturday. In
these final weeks, we are called to intensify our disciplines, that we may finish Lent well
and celebrate the entire 50 days of Easter with newfound appreciation for the sacra-
ments and sacramentals of the Church and the other “little joys” of everyday life.

If you have not made a sacramental confession, now is the time! In addition to times
after the 4pm Mass, we will have additional times during Holy Week:

e Wednesday, March 20, 7:00 pm Confessions will be available from several priests
at St. Anthony Church in connection with the First Reconciliation for our second
graders. We invite parishioners who find this time convenient to come, but we ask
that they wait until after the second grade students and their families have had the
opportunity to go first.

Saturday, March 23, 5:00 pm at St. Anthony Church — our regular Saturday time!
Palm Sunday, March 24, 2:00 pm at Blessed Sacrament Church: community-wide
penance service with the priests of the Quincy area.

e Wednesday, March 27, 4:00 to 6:00 pm, and then after the 6:00 pm Mass until all
are heard at St. Anthony Church

e Good Friday, March 29, 4:00 to 6:00 pm at St. Anthony Church

e Holy Saturday, March 30, 4:00 pm until all are heard at St. Anthony Church
