A Message from Fr. Tom Donovan, pastor:  
 

  O Come, O Come, Emmanuel!  Welcome to Advent!  The term 
“advent” means “arrival” or “coming”, referring, of course, to the arri-
val of our Lord.  The Church proclaims that there are three “arrivals” 
to watch for: in “history, mystery, and in glory”. Christ’s coming “in 
history” refers to his Nativity, as the all creation sings a new song of 
praise and glory to the Lord who reveals the love of the Father.  The 
second coming “in mystery” refers to the institution and the ongoing 
celebration of the Eucharist, which is the “making present again” the 
mystery of Calvary. The cross is the ultimate sign of Divine Love, 
and the Eucharist is the fulfilment of the promise that that Divine 
Love will be visible to all people of all times, not as a merely repre-
sentational presence (this “stands for my body”, this “represents my 

blood”) but as a “Real Presence” (this “is my Body”, this “is my Blood”).   We enter into the cov-
enant with the same, immediate ‘presence’ of those who stood under the cross being sprinkled 
by the water (Baptism) and blood (Eucharist) flowing from his side.  Finally, we look to his final 
coming, which itself will be of two parts.  The first will be when we close our eyes on this world 
and open them into eternity… this is the particular judgment, when we face our Lord with the 
burden of our sins and implore his mercy. The final coming will be at the general judgment 
when all the living and dead will be collected and those destined for heaven will hear the words 
“come, good and faithful servants,” and the others will be sent to their damnation. 
  We prepare well for each of these arrivals.  A good advent helps us to prepare well for Christ-
mas, realizing and living the “meaning of the season”.  Having an advent spirituality helps us to 
see ourselves as pilgrim people—heading to a destination, a new home—being fed by the Eu-
charist.  Having an advent spirituality keeps before us the expectation of that final coming that 
we face at the end of our lives and at the end of the world.  We recognize that we are the 
“captive Israel” that we implore the Lord to “ransom”.  Come Emmanuel, shine your light on the 
people who long to see your face! 

   Sunday, December 8 is the Second Sunday of Advent.  We host our annual 
Pancake and Sausage Breakfast from 7am to noon.    
   Monday, December 9 is held as a Holy Day of Obligation 
for the Immaculate Conception of the Blessed Virgin Mary.  
Masses will be on (Monday only), 7:30 am at St. Anthony, 9:00 
am at St. Dominic, and 6:30 pm at St. Anthony. 
   Thursday, Friday, and Saturday, December 12-13-14 will 
be our Advent Mission.  We welcome Sr. Clementia Toalson, 
FSGM who will be giving a series of Advent-themed talks enti-
tled “They That Hope”.  Keep an eye out for more details on 
the times and places for these events.. 
   On the weekend of December 7-8, we will have a special 
collection for our parish and school staff.  Each year we 

give a small seasonal gratuity to each of our staff members—about 30 total—who work in our 
parish office and at St. Dominic School.   Over the last few years, we have invited parishioners 
who would like to make a contribution to this fund to do so with a special collection.  A special 
envelope will be available in church, and we will accept contributions through Monday, Decem-
ber 9 at the parish office.  As this fund is intended for the lay employees of the parish, Deacon 
Harry and I (as clergy) do not receive any proceeds from this fund.  Contributions received will 
be divided by a formula accounting for those who work part time and those who work full time.  
While your contributions are appreciated, please do not feel obligated—especially if your own 

situation this holiday season makes things tight for 
you.  Further, if you wish to make a special gift or 
note of thanks directly to a classroom teacher or 
someone whose ministry has been particularly im-
portant to you, we certainly do not wish to under-
mine that, either.  We have an exceptional team of 
parish and school staff bring life and vitality to St. 
Anthony Church and St. Dominic School each and 
every day of the year.  Please join me in applauding 
their outstanding efforts and sending thanks for all 
they do!  Thank you!
