  This weekend, we welcome Fr. Francis Dais, 
representing the Diocese of Batticaloa in Sri 
Lanka, for our annual Missionary Co-op ap-
peal.  Please check last week’s bulletin for a 
general introduction to the mission in Sri Lanka.  
This week, we highlight the objectives of the mis-
sion appeal and your material support of this par-
ticular mission: 
   Mission Challenges: 
• The diocese is receiving more vocations for the 
priesthood, but lacks the means to provide food 
and accommodation for the new seminarians. 
• The diocese needs more lay catechists and additional training programs. The cate-
chists are very poor and need some stipends for their voluntary work.  
• Education of children in supplementary classes within the village parishes. 
• OZANAM Centre, handicapped children need medical and food support. 
• Livelihood projects for widows in the village parishes. 
   The Diocese of Batticaloa is growing in many spheres and has started the Mission 

Cooperative plan in the US in 2016. Through the mission appeals, we have learned 

about the generosity of different dioceses and their people. The donations received 

from these appeals have helped us cover a specific part of our projects. The Mission 

Cooperative plan is an excellent opportunity given by God to share our experience and 

the difficulties that we are facing in our country. It is also giving us great hope that we 

are not alone, but we are part of the universal Church. The Diocese of Batticaloa would 

like to acknowledge and thank all of you for your spiritual and financial contributions.
